This complacency allows
young Christians to remain in a state of spiritual infancy, neglecting the critical need
for all believers to pursue maturity. It's unacceptable that so many individuals continue
to stagnate in their faith and live lives of spiritual weakness. Our goal is to establish
individuals spiritually thriving and arriving in strength. We must collectively cultivate
a strong desire and determination to grow up and fully embrace our roles as mature
adults in the Messiah.
